
     

 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 

             

In the Gospels, from Matthew to John, the key message that Jesus sent his disciples 
out to proclaim was “The Kingdom of God is near you! Repent and believe the good 
news!” As you can guess from the wording, Jesus was teaching that the kingdom was 
near, but not fully present. Theologians call this the “already but not yet” nature of 
God’s kingdom. The kingdom is near, but not completely fulfilled. This month, as 
summer begins to roll in and people tend to relax their schedules to enjoy the 
outdoors more, I want to share with you how I have seen the kingdom of God in our 
congregation this past month. 
The primary way I have seen the kingdom’s appearance is from the folks who have 
joined our church by baptism, confirmation, or transfer – 20 people from April 28 to 
May 26, 9 of them by way of baptism. That is the most we’ve had in a year since I 
came in 2010, and by far the most I’ve ever had in a months’ time! You have gotten 
used to reading and hearing that our worship attendance is in decline and that 
gaining new people is becoming harder, not just for us, but for the vast majority of 
churches in the United States. Well – here is the counterpoint right in our midst! God 
is working indeed through us! The best part of all, is that outside of 2 individuals, all 
these new members are people we’ve known for months and years, people who 
have been in worship, in small groups, and who have been engaged in the life of our 
church. What that means is we are likely to be blessed by these people for a long 
time to come. The entire list of new members is in a section below – please take the 
time to read the names, pray over them, and get to know some of them! 
I have also seen the kingdom draw near in our small groups. I wrote extensively on 
this last month, but to reiterate – we have more people in our small groups than in 
worship, and more than I am aware of us ever having before! To put this in 
perspective – if we had more in worship than in small groups, I would be concerned 
that our worship attendance would be in danger of dropping. Because it is the other 
way around, we are more likely to either grow or hold our own. More to the point for 
the kingdom of God, though – these people are growing, serving, and becoming 
disciples.  
The kingdom of God is near in our young people: Not only did we have a wonderful 
Youth Sunday on Mother’s Day, but our youth group has been growing again this 
year. As we started in the fall, we knew the numbers would be down due to having so 
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 Small Group Follow-up: We had our meeting of small group leaders on May 5, 

which was well attended. We will have a follow-up meeting in the late summer or 

early fall (probably on a Sunday afternoon) to do the following: 

o Feed the leaders 

o Learn about using RightNow media for study 

o Have time for leaders to share joys, insights, and learn from each other 

o Pray for each other 

o Talk about succession issues – how to raise up leaders to replace ourselves 

when the time comes 

 Membership: Since April 28, we have received a total of 22 new members. Here 

are the names – please pray for each and get to know some of them. They are all 

wonderful people!

many graduates, and it was small. Our group is still small, but it is growing, and they 
are a blessing. We have every reason to hope better years are ahead. In addition, our 
young adult group is consistently growing.  
When I began serving as a pastor, my first appointment was to serve two small 
churches in Patrick County, Ross-Harbour and Woolwine. I learned quickly that while 
there were drawbacks, the greatest benefit was that something good was always 
happening at one or the other church, so if I was feeling depressed about a problem 
in one church, I knew there was a good thing happening in the other. The same is 
true in a single church. Things may not be beautiful in a particular ministry or area of 
ministry, but there is always some place in the life of the church where the hand of 
God is moving in powerful ways. This is the “already” nature of the kingdom of God. 
On the other side, there is always bad news somewhere. This is the “not yet “nature 
of the kingdom of God. My challenge to you this month is to find where the kingdom 
is showing up and share the good news with someone! May we help spread the 
good, because the Kingdom of God is near! Repent and believe the good news!

The History Of Flag Day 

The Fourth of July was traditionally celebrated as America's birthday, but the idea of an annual 
day specifically celebrating the Flag is believed to have first originated in 1885. BJ Cigrand, a 
schoolteacher, arranged for the pupils in the Fredonia, Wisconsin Public School, District 6, to 
observe June 14 (the 108th anniversary of the official adoption of The Stars and Stripes) as 'Flag 
Birthday'. In numerous magazines and newspaper articles and public addresses over the following 
years, Cigrand continued to enthusiastically advocate the observance of June 14 as 'Flag Birthday', 
or 'Flag Day'.

Financial Fundamentals  This periodic report briefly addresses finances at FUMC Fox Hill.  The latest 

weekly and year -to -date information is printed in the  bulletin  available at every service or in the church 

office.  

 

April was another good financial month for First Fox Hill.  For the past four months we have been able to 

pay all of our expenses, fully fund our apportionments, and complete our monthly set -asides for 

anticipated future m aintenance.  We received $270 in designated gifts in addition to $520 in memorials, 

all of which we dedicate to extra payments on our mortgage principle.  Adding that to our normal monthly 

payment left us with an outstanding mortgage balance of $261,818.  

 

Other projects funded in April included adding new mulch to the playground  before the annual Easter 

egg hunt and completing more repairs to our HVAC system.  Thank you to all who have been generous in 

their giving and to all who have been carefully watchin g their expenditures.
